Study Encourages Harrtman Dam
and Reservoir Replacement

Harriman Lake Park, seen here from an aerial view,
is located on the southwest corner of South Kipling
Like the saying goes,i Be t he ¢ h an g eParkwayland WastQuincyt Aenue - and is an important

part of the Lakehurst neighborhood. The park includes
the 138-year-old Harriman Dam and Reservoir, the
oldest man-made reservoir in Colorado.

Denver Water uses the reservoir to deliver irrigation
water to Fort Logan National Cemetery, Jeffco Public
Schools, Pinehurst Country Club and other nearby areas.
The dam needs to be improved to satisfy current
regulatory requirements and bring it back to its full
capacity for water storage. Denver Water has applied for
a permit to drain and rebuild the dam. If the permit is

iii. SECRETARY; It shall be the
duty of the Secretary to give notice of
members' meetings and meeting of
the Board of Directors, to record
proceedings of the Association's
meetings and Board of Director's
meetings, to maintain at the
Association's principal office a record
of names and addresses of members
entitled to vote, and to maintain such
other books as the Board of Directors
may prescribe.

iv. TREASURER; It shall be the
duty of the Treasurer to act as
custodian of the funds of the
Association, and along with the co-
signature of the President, Vice
President or Secretary of the
Association disburse the monies of
the Association. The Treasurer shall
keep an account of the financial
condition of the Association, prepare
a financial report to be presented
annually to the membership, and
generally perform all the functions
incident to the office of the Treasurer
of the Association.

approved, draining of the lake could begin in June with
construction beginning in July or August. Denver Water
owns the reservoir, dam and land within the park, while
Foothills Park & Recreation District manages the park
amenities through an agreement with Denver Water.

After studying several options, Denver Water is
proposing a plan to replace the dam with a new earthen
one and restore the water level approximately three feet
higher. The surface area of the restored reservoir will
increase from its current size of approximately 55 acres to
about 66 acres. This project will allow Denver Water to
meet the irrigation needs of multiple Harriman water
users without adding demands to its potable water
supplies or developing new sources of water.

What would happen if Denver Water did nothing
and continued operating the reservoir as-is?

Colorado’s Office of the State Engineer would order
Denver Water to repair the aging dam or remove it. If
Denver Water were to remove the dam, the wetland and
riparian habitats would dry out. In addition, Denver
Water would need to develop, treat and transport
additional water supplies to Harriman Reservoir’s water

users, causing other environmental impacts and
increasing energy and chemical use.
How wil | the reservoi

under the proposal?

The reservoir will be drained during the six-month
construction period. The Colorado Division of Wildlife
began salvaging fish in Harriman Reservoir in July 2010
to prepare for construction. The fish were relocated to
Bear Creek Lake The Division of Wildlife intends to
salvage more fish in June 2011. Once the reservoir is
refilled, the Division of Wildlife will restock it with fish.
To improve fish habitat in the restored reservoir, Denver
Water, in coordination with the Division of Wildlife,
plans to anchor tree stumps within casting distance of the
shore.

Will the recreation amenities move or change?

The entire park area will be closed during the six-
month construction period. Foothills Park & Recreation
District, which manages recreation in the area, will
remove the gazebo and benches around the reservoir and
replace the same facilities in similar locations after the
reservoir has refilled.

When will the site be closed for construction?

During construction, Harriman Lake Park, including
its trails, parking lot and other reservoir accesses, will be
closed. Construction is expected to take six months. The
project dates are still being determined and will depend
on the regulatory process and permit approvals.
Construction could start as early as summer 2011. The
construction period will be announced as soon as
possible. There also will be signs posted at Harriman
Reservoir notifying the public of the construction period
and any restrictions.

What will happen to the wetlands and wildlife in
that area?

In order to restore Harriman Reservoir to its original
storage capacity, 4.7 acres of existing wetlands will be
flooded. The majority of the existing vegetation that will
be inundated by the new water level must be removed to
prevent floating debris from interfering with the dam’s
outlet structures.

To offset those impacts, Denver Water plans to create
4.7 acres of wetlands nearby, plus an additional 2.6 acres
of wetland/riparian buffer area. Three wetland sites will
be constructed in the same areas as the impacted wetland,
but three feet higher to accommodate the new high water
elevation. It will take years to fully replace the existing
rhabitat. Héwiever,ioecomipeasste fobtle losd, sompe af ¢cht
existing mature cottonwood and willow trees will remain
to provide structural diversity for wildlife habitat.

All new wetland areas will be planted with native
vegetation, and noxious weeds and Russian olive trees
within 100 feet of the new wetlands will be removed.

Here are a few “Yardening”
suggestions and information for
April, May and June:

APRIL
1. Core aerate the lawn, preferably
by the third week of the month. Holes
should be 2 to three inches deep and
two to four inches apart. Leave .
cores/plugs on the lawn to
disintegrate.
2. Divide perennials such as
day lilies, phlox and daisies at the
end of the month.
3. Prune roses no earlier than the
third week of April. Cut out all dead

wood to the ground. Remove old
whhk eateseand those rthdt nubd rone
another.

MAY
1. At 5300 to 5600 feet elevation,
the average last frost in our Colorado
Front Range is May 10th. Our
Foothills community’s last frost date
is later, often by a week. After the
last frost, plant your plants.
2. Fertilize established roses
(not newly planted roses) after
their first watering.
3. Plant frost-tender bulbs,

such as cannas, begonias,
dahlias and gladiola.
JUNE

1. Fertilize grasses, such as turf type
fescues and Kentucky bluegrass by
mid-month.
2. Do not remove foliage from
tulips or daffodils. The foliage
produces carbohydrates which are
stored in the bulb for next year’s
bloom. Clip off after they have
yellowed.
3. To retain moisture and regulate
soil temperature, apply a two- to four-
inch layer of mulch around plants.
Water them at the soil level, never
